I、Important safety instructions 
1. The range of operating voltage: 97v~13ov. In order to avoid damaging the electrical 

performance of the compressor, please equip with a voltage stabilizer appliance of power not less 

than SOOW, to protect the cooler when the voltage is lower than 97V or higher than 130V.

2. Individual single-phase socket must be used. It should be reliably connected to a grounding 

wire. Caution: The grounding wire must not be connected to a water pipe or a gas pipe.

3. Strong base, strong acid, organic solvent and corrosive goods or those are easy to pollute

to food are prohibited storing in the cooler; otherwise, it can cause corrosiveness or accident.

4. Don't raise the cooler or the shell of the electric parts, or it will cause the decline in insulation 

and cause corrosion.

5. When the cooler will be not be used for a long time, disconnect the power and clean it. Please 

examine the circuit whether it is ok before reuse.

6. If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by a special cord or assembly provided by 

the manufacturer or qualified personnel.

7. The appliance shall be disconnected from its power source during cleaning or

maintenance and when replacing parts.

8. The A-weighted emission sound pressure level is below 60dB(A).
